Reasons for Recommendation

The proposal is contrary to Policy COU1 of the Lisburn and Castlereagh City Council Plan
Strategy 2032 in that the proposed development is not a type of development which in principle
is acceptable in the countryside.

The proposal is contrary to Policy COUS8 of the Lisburn and Castlereagh City Council Plan
Strategy, in that the development is not sited within a substantial and continuously built-up
frontage and would if approved, add to a ribbon of development along Moira Road.
Furthermore, the gap is not sufficient to accommodate two dwellings whilst respecting the
existing pattern of development in terms of design and being appropriate to the existing size,
scale, plot size and width.

The proposal is contrary to Policy COU16 of the Lisburn and Castlereagh City Council Plan
Strategy, in that the proposed development if permitted does not respect the traditional pattern
of settlement exhibited in that area and would damage the rural character by adding to a ribbon
of development at this part of Moira Road.
